“Not’s” In the Devil's Tale

Satan is a liar, and the father of it John
8:44). His first deception recorded for us is
found at Genesis 3:1. Satan said, "Yea, hath
God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of
the garden?"

Jesus said, "If ye love me, ye will
keep my commandments” (John 14:15).

NOT keep His commandments." Besides,
Jesus' love on the cross covers all sins, so
just stop trying to avoid sin, right? That's a
lie of the deuvil.

Jesus prayed to the Father, "That they
may be one, even as we are one" (John

many different denominations are there
today?
