Spiritual Resolutions

At the beginning of a new year, it is very common to make resolu-
tions. We look back over the previous year, assess our successes and
our failures, and set goals to improve over the course of the new year.
For many people, these resolutions are all of a material nature. For ex-
ample, they resolve to loose weight, to quit smoking, or to get out of
debt.

All of these are indeed worthy goals, but let me challenge you to
make some spiritual resolutions this year as well. For example, resolve
to be a daily student of the Bible and to read through God's word in
2019. Resolve to attend the church of Christ this year with your family
and to be more involved in its activities. Resolve to help the poor and
the needy more this year. Resolve to pray to God every day. Resolve to
be a more loving and patient spouse, parent, or child. Resolve to share
the gospel of Christ with at least one lost soul in 2019.

Of course, we have all heard the old saying that resolutions are
made in January and forgotten in March. This brings to mind another
old, but true, saying: "If we fail to plan, then we plan to fail." The reason
so many resolutions go unrealized is because we make no plans on
how to succeed or else have unrealized expectations to begin with.
Take being a daily Bible student, for example. If one will read three
chapters a day from the Old Testament, one can read through it in a
year. Nine chapters a day in the New Testament will enable one to read
through it once a month. That, it seems to me, is a very reachable
schedule and goal.

Above all, let us resolve to live out the wise words of King Solo-
mon, "Fear God and keep His commandments, for this is the whole

Why does it seem like being a disciple of
Jesus is so challenging? Why does it seem
like such a difficult undertaking? I think
there are several reasons behind this.
Sometimes I think it could be a lack of com-
mitment. Sometimes I think it is because
we are an unwillingness to give ourselves
completely to Jesus. Sometimes I think we
don't truly understand what it means to be
disciples. Sometimes I think that we just
dont make time for Jesus and following
him.

Each of these could be legitimate or
they could be a combination of each. Each
person is a complicated array of experienc-
es and mistakes; misunderstanding and re-
bellion, sinner and saint. To just assign a
person to any one category is short-sighted
at best.

The problem that plagues us the most is
not any of these (although they can be true
and often plague us). I think the problem
we face most often is that we don't think
we can be good disciples.

We have allowed Satan to convince us
that we are sinners, not saints. Or that we
cannot be a disciple because we are simply
not good enough. This causes us to look at
the people of God, read the stories, exam-
ine their lives, and teachings only to con-
clude that we will never be like them.

Satan says,
e You're a sinner because you sin daily!

e Your identity is connected to what
you've done (sin=condemned and re-
jected).

e Your identity comes from what others
think about you (just like everyone
else).

e Your behavior dictates what you should
believe about yourself (discouraged and
defeated).

Christian, don’t ever accept these lies
from Satan. Instead, chose to listen to what
God says about you. He will not lie to you
nor try to lead you astray. You are His be-
loved child. Believe it!

God says,

e You're a saint (Eph. 1:1) declared right-
eous in Jesus (Rom. 4:1-5).

e Your identity is connected to what God
has done (John 3:15; Rom. 5:8).

e Your identity comes from what God
thinks about you (Eph. 2:4-10; Gal. 3:25
-29).

e Your belief about yourself determines
your behavior (Rom. 8:1-2, 28, 31-39).

Just like the first disciples of Jesus
(Matt. 4:18-22), who were simple fisher-
men, Jesus can make you into something
you never dreamed possible if you are will-
ing to allow Him to have his way. Give
yourself completely to Him and by faith, let
Him lead.

Matthew 4:19 “... Follow me, and I
will make you...” (ESV)
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Do not laugh at those who fall. There are,
no doubt, some slippery places in your own
path.

Even if happiness could be bought, most
people would not pay the price. They would
still insist that it be given to them.
