These will often deny God 

as Creator, choosing evolution as an alterna-

tive.  These will reject the moral standards of 

His word, choosing alternate lifestyles.  These 

will deny that God once destroyed the world 

by a great flood and are “willingly ignorant” 

also of the coming “day of judgment and 

perdition of ungodly men” (2 Pet. 3:5-7). 

     Have you renounced Satan’s kingdom of 
darkness and embraced the King of light, Je-
