We Need What David Needed

King David struggled against sin as all of us do. He didn't
always win. That “man after God’'s own heart” keenly felt his own
flaws, so he prayed for God's help.

“Who can understand his errors?” (Psalm 19:12a). Sometimes
David didn’t even realize he had strayed from the path until after
the deed was done. Has that ever been the case with you? David
prayed, “Cleanse me from secret faults” (19:12b).

Secret faults might not be limited to those of which you aren't
aware. What about the times when you're very much aware, but
you hope nobody else is? You try to keep those things secret, but
you can't hide them from God! David learned that the hard way
when he vainly tried to hide His adultery with Bathsheba. Only
when he confessed and sought God’s forgiveness did he find
peace.

As a great and successful warrior king, David also knew the
danger of pride. “Keep back Your servant also from presumptuous
sins” (Psalm 19:13a). Presumption occurs when you know what
God has said in His word but you pridefully behave as though
your own way is just as good or better. Few, if any, would claim,
“I'm smarter than God!” But sometimes our actions betray that
attitude.

Let us, as David did, recognize the dangers of carelessness,
keeping sin hidden, and presumptuousness. Only with the Lord’s
help can we overcome these stumbling blocks.
